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We see in verse 12 that Jesus was C 0 mmi td dn éntdmate relationship with His
Father. He spent an entire night in prayer with Him! Jesus’ ministry was anchored,
rooted in His deep bond with God the Father — elsewhere in the Gospels we discover

that Jesus did only what he saw his Father doing (see John 5:19-20); and that ‘seeing’

came about primarily through prayer. Additionally, in verses 13-16 we see Jesus

C 0 n n eccHiselisciples. He was all about doing life and ministry with a team —
ministry was not a solo act for Jesus. Finally, in verses 17-19 Jesusisc o nt r itob u t
the mission of His Father. Jesus moves out into the world and engages people with

the power of God — he preaches the Good News of the Kingdom, heals diseases and

casts demons out of people.

So, if Jesus — the sinless Son of God — was all about the 3Cs while he lived and
ministered here on earth in physical form, how much more should we be committed
to living out the 3Cs? If Jesus needed to nourish His relationship with God the Father
through prayer — we most definitely need to engage in that practice as well. If Jesus
had a band of disciples around and with Him — why would we ever think that we
could do life alone!? If Jesus was all about mission (and He still is) — should we be
allowing anything in this one life we have here on earth to get in the way of

participating in that mission? Spend some time this week reflecting on the 3Cs and
