The origin of VBS can be traced back to Hopedale,
Illinois in 1894! A Sunday school teacher, who also
was a public school teacher, felt she was limited

by time constraints in teaching the Bible to

children. So, she started a daily Bible school to
teach children during the summer. The first Bible
school enrolled forty students and lasted four
weeks. A local school was used for classes, while an
adjoining park was used for recess.

In 1898 Eliza Hawes, director of the children's
department at Epiphany Baptist Church in New
York City, started an "Everyday Bible School" for
poor children in New York's East Side. Hawes
continued her efforts for seven years. Dr. Boville
of the Baptist Mission Society learned of the
summer program and recommended it to other

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Parenting Tips 101: Some Tips for Helping Kids Deal with Anger

Anger damages relationships. We help parents every week in our office deal with anger in their families. Here are several
guidelines we've found helpful for anger management in a home. When parents and kids work on these things, anger
episodes are reduced. Make these a regular part of your routine and you'll see tremendous progress.

1. Never argue with children who are angry. Have them take a break and continue the conversation later.

2. ldentify the anger cues that reveal your child is about to lose control. Point them out early and stop the interaction. Don’t
wait for explosions before you intervene.

3. Help children recognize anger in its various disguises like a bad attitude, grumbling, glaring, or a harsh tone of voice.

4. Debrief after the child has settled down. Talk about how to handle the situation differently next time.

5. Teach children constructive responses. They could get help, talk about it, or walk away. These kinds of suggestions help
children to have a plan for what they should do, not just what they shouldn't do.

6. When angry words or actions hurt others, individuals should apologize and seek forgiveness.

Recently FBC has become more active with efforts to ensure our safe and orderly worship times while on the
church campus during Sunday mornings, and other weekly events. The primary change has been the presence of
men and women from our membership outside our buildings to assist with greeting and meeting people as they
come and go at FBC. Part of this volunteer presence is to assist with the dynamic flow of diverse people in and out
of buildings we experience as a downtown church in Everett. While this change has been responsive to some
recent challenges, we expect that the safety team ministry will continue and periodically, we’d like to provide
updates on the ministry — including any new progress with addressing safety issues/concerns that are brought to
FBC’s attention.

Most recently, the safety ministry has provided extra assistance to the drive up/drop off areas near the buildings
with the assistance of over-size umbrellas in our lovely spring weather — we expect this to continue — and
hopefully, more sun is coming soon. The habit of our members crossing Wetmore, mid-block, in the area in front
of the new building, is a potential tragedy in the making. This is a busy area between the parking lot, a city street
and the drop off area in front of the Community Center. Adults and children frequently cross the street choosing
the shortest path from cars to church and after seeing a few close calls we are seeking options to address this
issue. We’d like to remind everyone to be safe and take extra caution especially with smaller children. We’ve
included some new signs to help, reminding all that the area nearest the doors are reserved to be drop off/pick up
only - this is primarily to keep the area open for better visibility to drivers and pedestrians.

More updates will be forthcoming — thanks for your time reading this, and for your prayerful patience as this new
ministry is developing for our collective well being. If you any suggestions or questions related to the safety
ministry, please contact Bryan Blair.
