
 
Prayer is central to our relationship with Jesus.  Yet, so many of us are confused over, intimidated by 

and full of questions about prayer. 

Why should we pray when God already knows what He’s going to do anyway? 

How much prayer is enough? 

How can we be more effective in our praying? 

Why does it sometimes feel like God is not listening? 

Is there a right way to pray? 
 
The disciples of Jesus were confused about prayer as well.  In Luke’s Gospel it says, “One 

day Jesus was praying in a certain place.  When he finished, one of his disciples said to him, ‘Lord, teach 
us to pray.’”  Jesus provided for his disciples then and now what is commonly referred to as “the 
Lord’s prayer” though it is more accurately called “the disciples’ prayer.” 

 
Beginning Sunday July 12th you are invited on a 40-Day spiritual journey called  “WE PRAY”.  

This study will be one of the most unique and comprehensive studies we’ve ever attempted here at 
FBC.  It will involve: 

Eight Sunday morning worship teachings as part of our summer worship.

A daily reading and place for you to journal your prayers.  This guide will allow you to 
continue this spiritual journey even while you are away from Everett on vacation.

P rayer is worship, and worship is 
more than just prayer, or music.  

That is a great thought to meditate on.  
This summer we will be meditating, or 
‘camping out’ in the Lord’s 
Prayer….looking at ways that we can 
learn to pray in order to Deepen our 
Commitment to the person of Christ.

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N ot too long ago a Christian publishing 
company published the following book, 

Simple Strategic Growth – Attracting a Crowd to 
Your Church.  Being somewhat of a strategic 
thinker and longing for the church to grow, I 
purchased the book.  Upon receiving the book, I 
took a double-take on the cover.  I could not 
believe my eyes.  The large and evident picture on 
the front cover was a large fishing fly and hook!  
The implication was that the way to attract people 
to church requires the skills of a modern day 
fisherman – one who knows how to make the 
catch with both bait and hook.  Jesus does indeed 
calls us as his followers to “catch” people, but did 
he really envision us launching a lure into people 
lives, and baiting, hooking them into the kingdom 
from the safety of some ecclesiastical dock or boat 
– and, that this is in some way the process of 
attracting them to our church?  I find nothing 
attractive about this; in fact I find this approach 
fundamentally destructive to the cause of Christ, 
and to the true way of evangelism, to lovingly 
reaching out to people.    
  
In the context where Jesus calls his disciples to be 
fishers of men, he speaks these words to Simon 
Peter - preparing him and the other disciples a 
catch of a lifetime: "Put out into deep water, and 
let down the nets for a catch" (Luke 5:4).  These 
brief instructive words provide powerful truths 
about the way of evangelism.  Jesus begins with, 
“put out.”  The idea behind these words is to, 
“launch out, set sail, put out to sea.”  The way of 
evangelism begins with leaving the safety of our 
shores – whatever they may be in our lives.  It may 
be your cubicle at work, your home in your 
neighborhood, or your close circle of Christian 
friends.  The journey of outreach may simply start 
with a walk across the room at the office or the 
street in your neighborhood; it may simply be a 
matter of connecting with people outside your 

current circle of friends.  Are you 
ready to take that step?  It may feel 
risky and threatening at first, but it 
will be worth it!   
  
After the launch, Jesus directs 
Simon to go, “into deep waters”.  
The meaning behind these words 
carries the sense of entering into 
the depth of people’s pain and 
poverty (cf. 2 Cor. 8:2).  It’s not 
about going into the shallow end of 
someone’s life – a simple dip of the 
foot into their lives.  No, it involves 
a full immersion, submersion at the 

deep end of their life.  Jesus modeled this in the 
incarnation by lowering himself into the deep 
waters of humanity.  Similarly, we are to incarnate 
ourselves in the lives of people (see Phil. 2:5-11) – 
to, as Alan Hirsh puts it, “exercise a genuine 
identification and affinity with those they are 
attempting to reach.”  This step involves a servant 
attitude, sacrifice and commitment.  Are you ready 
to take this next step?  Ask God to give you the 
strength, the love needed to venture into deep 
waters, as well as the direction and guidance as to 
which people you are to incarnate yourselves with. 
  
Finally Jesus calls Simon, calls us to, “let down the 
nets for a catch.”  No bait and hook here.  It is 
about nets.  Are we are the nets!  As noted above, 
we are to lower ourselves into people’s lives.  
Nothing about launching a fishing line from the 
safety and comfort of a dock or boat!  
Additionally, the implication of a net is that we are 
to reach out to people in community – not in 
isolation.  It is as we submerge our relationships 
into the deep waters that the lost our ‘caught’.  
This is where I believe Life Groups are so critical to 
the way of evangelism.  Life Groups are missional 
nets that Jesus wants to cast into surrounding 
communities and neighborhoods. If you are part 
of a Life Group, challenge your group to take the 
step this summer to reach out together by 
connecting with neighbors through a back yard 
BBQ, or helping our Friday Night Meal Ministry 
serve meals to those in need.  The opportunities 
are really limitless – let your creativity and 
imagination run!   
  
As we are faithful to this process of reaching out 
to people – taking the risks, making the effort – 
we may just end up making the catch of a lifetime.

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IT'S THE HARD PART O F BEING A PARENT  

 

Don't let a bad attitude dissuade you from what's best for your child. As parents, we 

often want to make our children happy. We want them to feel good and have fun, but 

sometimes they need to experience the pain of their wrong choices. Allowing them to 

experience the discomfort of discipline can be a very loving thing to do.  

 

So, when you need to discipline your child, and that child responds poorly, remember 

that discipline is not intended to be fun. Although you want to look for creative ways 

to teach and make learning a joy, sometimes a child needs to experience a negative 

consequence to learn a lesson. Expect some resistance, but persevere because you 

know that what youõre doing is best for your child. The discipline is a valuable part of 

your child ' s growth . Thereõll be other times to make your child happy.  

 

When your children are having a hard time accepting correction, remember that 

their immediate response is not an indication of the effectiveness of the discipline. 

You are disciplining for long -term benefit. This truth can help you persevere. It can 

be quite freeing when parents recognize that discipline is unpleasant and that 

children often won't respond with gratefulness. Sometimes parenting isn't pleasant 

but discipline is a necessary part of the job.  

 

Remember that Hebrews 12:11 says, "No discipline seems pleasant at the time, but 

painful. Later on, however, it produces a harvest of righteousness and peace for 

those who have been trained by it."

SOMETHING FOR YOUR HEARTɂPeace: What's Your Part?' 
 

"LORD, you have assigned me my portion and my cup; you have made my lot secure. The boundary lines have fallen for me 
in pleasant places; surely I have a delightful inheritance." (Psalm 16:5-6) 

Your pop culture philosophy teacher 
for this week is Mr. J.J. Abrams. If you 
have attended any of his classes -- the 
"Star Trek" movie, the show "Lost," 
even an episode of "Fringe" -- you may 
have noticed that he wants you to 
think really hard about time travel. 
 
More specifically, he wants you to 
wrestle with the age old debates about 
whether our paths are predetermined 
or whether we might be able to 
change our destiny. It's a fun bone to 
chew on, but it's also one that leaves 
us asking some difficult personal 
questions. 
 
If could go back and change my past, 
would I? Is my "present reality" good 
enough? What is good? Should I 
accept things as they are or make 
every effort in my power to change my 

reality? If I had unlimited free will and 
unlimited power to change everything, 
would I make it better -- or far worse? 
And, finally, what does any of this 
have to do with Psalm 16? 
 
Only this: David said to the one true 
God: "You are the only source of good 
things in my life. I will choose to be 
content with whatever you give me 
today -- to enjoy it, even -- and to look 
forward to all the good things you'll 
give me forever." 
 
Whatever the answer to all those 
sticky questions, David focused in this 
psalm on tuning his heart to God's 
goodness -- and left the past, present, 
and future up to his powerful, loving, 
trustworthy Father. 
 
Think: Tell yourself the truth: Are you 

willing to trust God with how our life 
turns out today, with the good things 
you do and don't end up with? Do you 
think you are a source of good; do you 
think you could create more good 
things in the universe if you could 
change the past, the present, or the 
future? 
 
Pray: Thank God for what He has 
provided for you today, for your lot in 
life right in this moment. Ask Him to 
help you to trust Him to provide 
exactly what you need -- and much 
much more -- tomorrow and forever. 
 
Do: Read Hebrews 13:4-6 and think 
about what sexual purity, 
contentment, and the love of money 
have to do with trusting the God of 
time.  

We will be working with pastor Gama at a 
Childrens camp in Merida, Mexico.  It will be a lot of hard work but will be very rewarding as we are expanding our understanding

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Reflections on "Showing Up" 
by Lauran Bethell 

 

When I'm home in Holland, I volunteer with a Dutch Christian organization which is meeting 
women in prostitution in the legalized red-light districts in various cities.  Yesterday, we visited 
women who work behind store-front windows which are on boats in a canal!  We wave to them, 
indicating that we'd like to talk, then walk down gang-planks to their doors.  Ninety percent open 
their doors to us.  They smile, are kind, enjoy the conversation, accept the flowers and tracts and 
books we have for them.  We let them know in as many ways as we can how precious they are in 
God's sight, how much they are loved.  We give them cards that let them know they can contact our 
sponsoring organization if they want counseling or help finding another job.  Some invite us in and 
close their curtains so that we can talk without customers interrupting us or looking at us through 
the windows.  We are honored when they do that, because we know that "time is money".  In these 
cases, they often talk about wanting to leave this job.... "but...."  We always end our conversations 
asking them how we can pray for them, and sometimes they indicate they'd like us to pray for them 
right then.   
 
And in those moments, the insides of rooms of prostitution become Holy Ground.     
 
I'll be really, really honest with you:  I feel compelled to visit these women.  I feel reluctant to visit 
them.  I feel insecure about going:  even after meeting women in prostitution for 20+ years.  But 
God has called me to just "show up" in those places.  And to have no expectations other than know 
that It's God's Work.  If I begin to think about my insecurities and my needs to see outcomes and 
"successes", then I'll lose sight of the fact--and it is a fact--that God is at work.  I just need to "show 
up".  God will do the work of redemption and healing.   
 
I left the red-light district with the faces of several of the young women in my thoughts and 
prayers.  I so very much want them to know Jesus, and know how much they are loved by God, 
created in His image.  My doubts that this will ever happen plagued me.  
 
And then God showed up for me:  after leaving the red-light district, I went to dinner with a woman 
who had spent 3 years in prostitution.  And then came the day that she cried out for help and God 
spoke directly into her heart, and brought Hope and showed her His Love.  Her testimony of God's 
healing and faithfulness over these last 2 decades was what I needed to hear in this moment.  God 
showed up for me.  I will continue to show up.  And Thank You for showing up here and for the 
many ways you show up in my life, through your support and prayers.
