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While there are some positive indicators, most of us need no 
convincing that we are not through these tough financial 
times.  Here are some key Biblical principles can guide us 
through: 
 
The first principle is that we need to understand Godõs own-
ership of everything.  If you read the Bible through, you will 
be reminded from Genesis to Revelation that God is the Crea-
tor of everything.  Psalm 24:1 for example, says that ñThe 
earth is the Lordôs, and all its fullness, the world and those 
who dwell therein.ò   
We sometimes forget that ñeverythingò includes our money 
and the things we buy with our money.  Most families in the 
U.S. have bought into the idea that ñwe deserveò our 
stuff.  After all, weôve worked hard for our stuff and that it be-
longs to us, right?  The Bible teaches us that we are merely 
stewards of Godôs resources.  As a steward we are not own-
ers, but instead we are managers.  Because we often put 
ourselves in the place of the owner we take something that 
doesnôt belong to us, spend it in a way that is not pleasing to 
the rightful owner and then wonder why our lives are in a 
mess.   I believe that if we truly want to prosper the way the 
owner intends for us to prosper, we have to begin by being a 
better manager of His resources. 
 
The second principle is learn to save money.  Proverbs 
21:20 says, ñIn the house of the wise are stores of choice food 
and oil, but a foolish man devours all he has.ò  Many of us 
have not learned the value of saving or how to save.  We do 
well at spending, but not so well at saving.   Proverbs 6:6-8 
says, ñGo to the ant, you sluggard; consider its ways and be 
wise!  It has no commander, no overseer or ruler, yet it stores 
its provisions in summer and gathers its food at harvest.ò  Why 
does the ant wisely save?  Because the ant knows that there 
are winter seasons marked by scarcity.  
The third principle is you must learn to live on less than you 

make.  1 Timothy 6:7-8 says, ñFor we brought nothing into the 
world, and we can take nothing out of it. But if we have food 
and clothing, we will be content with that.ò  Donôt turn to our 
culture to answer this one: How much is enough?  Our mar-
keting culture will say, ñItôs never enough!ò  
 
The fourth principle is stop borrowing on those credit 
cards.  Proverbs 22:7 says, ñThe rich rule over the poor, and 
the borrower is servant to the lender.ò   The more we borrow, 
the more we give up control of our lives and turn them over to 
financial institutions.   
 
The fifth principle is establish an òon-purposeó cash flow 
plan, called a òbudget.ó   In Luke 14:28-30, Jesus counsels: 
"Suppose one of you wants to build a tower.  Will he not first 
sit down and estimate the cost to see if he has enough money 
to complete it?  For if he lays the foundation and is not able to 
finish it, everyone who sees it will ridicule him, saying, 'This 
fellow began to build and was not able to finish.'ò 
 
The sixth principle is this: giving is the goal to financial free-
dom.  2 Corinthians 9:7 says, ñEach man should give what he 
has decided in his heart to give, not reluctantly or under com-
pulsion, for God loves a cheerful giver.ò  Someone has said 
that we are never more like God than when we give. How true!  
In fact, when we donôt give to God and contribute to His mis-
sion, God has a very definite opinion about this. "Will a man 
rob God? Yet you rob me.  "But you ask, 'How do we rob 
you?'  "In tithes and offerings.ò  (Malachi 3:8)  Robbing 
God?  Wow!

When you need to correct your 

child, start with calm words, avoid-

ing threats or harshness. If chil-

dren can respond to words then no 

further consequence is necessary. 

After all, thatôs the mature way to 

handle conflict and mistakes. When a boss 

sees an employee doing something wrong, the 

best thing is to start with words of correction. 

If that doesnôt work, the boss may have to 

bring in some other kind of consequence.  

 

 You're teaching your child something very im-

portant when you start the correction process 

with words. You might even say to your child, 

"If words work, then thatôs all we need. If you 

donôt respond to my words, then weôll have to 

go to the next step.ò Whether youôre working 

with a preschooler jumping on the couch or a 

sixteen -year -old coming in past curfew, the 

principle is the same ðstart with words of cor-

rection.  

 

Weôre not suggesting that every time thereôs 

an offense, you have a dialogue. If your son 

hits and youôve already talked about hitting, 

then you can just proceed to the next step. 

What youôre trying to do, however, is train 

your children to eventually receive correction 

through words without needing a further con-

sequence.  

 

Although your kids may need more than words 

at first, over time youôre moving them in the 

direction they should go in order to listen to 

God. Itôs always best to respond to the whis-

pers of the Holy Spirit in our hearts. But when 

we donôt listen, heôll use other ways to get our 

attention. As parents, we donôt like to go fur-

ther, but we will if we have to. Children need 

to see that their responsiveness or resistance 

determines the extent of the correction.
