W hen Bastyr University 
formally celebrated the 

opening of its new student housing 
June 22.  

Consisting of 11 three-story 
buildings. According to Bastyr’s 
Director of Facilities Daniel Clark, 
the structures should be the first 
independent university housing 
project to earn Platinum 
certification for Leadership in 
Engineering and Environmental 
Design (LEED). 

Clark said to the best of his 
knowledge two other schools — 
one being Ivy League Harvard 
University — earned Platinum LEED 
certificates for housing projects, but 

only with the help of big-name 
corporate sponsors. Bastyr appears 
to be the first to reach the 
achievement on its own. 

A few examples: Warm water flows 
through plastic tubing heating the 
floors of the buildings. Each building 
contains two sets of washers and 
dryers, bathrooms in every room 
and a full kitchen. Yet, the buildings 
contain no traditional water heaters. 
In the past, Clark has talked about 
harvesting rain water, with so-called 
grey or non-drinkable water, being 
reused throughout the complex.
